Month 

Protecting Your Powerhouses: Kidney Health in Our Communities 
 

Your kidneys are small, but their job is mighty.  These bean-shaped 
organs filter waste, balance fluids, control blood pressure, and keep your 
body functioning properly.  But hereôs the concern: more than 1 in 7 
adults in the U.S. has kidney disease and many donôt even know it. 
Kidney disease is often called a ñsilentò illness because symptoms may 
not appear until serious damage has occurred. 
 

Why Minority Health Matters 
African American, Hispanic, Asian American, Pacific Islander, and Native 
American communities are at higher risk for kidney disease, often due to  

higher rates of diabetes, high blood pressure, and limited access to care. 
For Black Americans, the risk is especially high as they are nearly 4 times 
more likely to develop kidney failure compared to white Americans.  But 
early testing, lifestyle changes, and community support can make a 
difference. 
 

Know the Warning Signs 
While early kidney disease may show no symptoms, later stages can 
include: 
Swelling in feet or ankles 
Fatigue 
Trouble concentrating 
Blood in urine 
Changes in urination 
 
What Can You Do? 

¶ Get screened if you have high blood pressure, diabetes, or a family 
history of kidney disease. 

¶ Watch your salt intake. Too much sodium raises blood pressure. 
¶ Stay active.  Movement supports blood pressure and blood sugar 
control. 

¶ Drink water.  Staying hydrated helps your kidneys filter waste. 
¶ Eat smart.  Limit processed foods and focus on fresh fruits and 
veggies.
